The Personhood of the Holy Spirit

· He comes from the Father (John 15:26)

· He is sent by the Father and the Son (John 16:7; 14:26)  See also John 14:18; Acts 2:33; 16:7; Ro 8:9-10

· Personal pronouns are used of Him 

· John 15:26; 16:13-14 – “Paracletos” = “he”

· Acts 10:19-20  - “I”

· Acts 13:2 – “me”

· Personal activities

· Speaks (Mark 13:11; Acts 13:2; 21:11; 1 Tim 4:1; Heb 3:7; 10:15

· Reveals (Luke 2:26; 1 Peter 1:11)

· Guides into all truth (John 16:13)

· Teaches (Luke 12:12; John 14:26)

· Comforts, counsels, helps and loves the believer (John 14:16, 26; 15:26; 16:7; Rom 15:30; James 4:5)

· Encourages (Acts 9:31)

· Warns (1 Tim 4:1)

· Appoints to office (Acts 13:2; 20:28)

· Is grieved (Isa 63:10; Eph 4:30)

· May be lied to (Acts 5:3)

· May be resisted (Acts 7:31)

· May be blasphemed (Matt 12:31-32)

· He gives gifts to whom He wills (1 Cor 12:11)

· “Another Comforter” (John 14:16) Greek:  ALLON PARAKLĒTON

· Compare 1 John 2:1; Greek PARAKLĒTON

· ALLON = another of the same kind; hETEROS = another of a different kind
